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Purpose of these Leader Helps
This guide is not intended to be a law but to help those who lead discussions in the study Coming Home to Jesus. Each lesson is designed with a particular goal in mind; thus, this guide will enable you to understand the goal and achieve it week by week. You are free to adapt the goal to your particular group’s needs and situations. With a book of history, like Luke, a goal is a bit harder to make uniform for all groups. Each day’s story may have a different focus. We have given you a general goal, but your group may need to focus somewhere else.
How to Use these Leader Helps
Each week you need to follow this order in your preparation for leading the discussion:

1. Complete your personal homework in your workbook. You will need to be very thorough because your group will make comments and ask questions that deal with any aspects of the lesson. You cannot be all knowing, but you should be prepared. Besides, God has to work in you first before you are ready to discuss it with others. This guide is not intended to give you answers to the questions unless it is a difficult topic.

2. Then, read back through the lesson, considering how it all fits together. What is the main focus of that lesson? You might list it day by day since each day is a new story in Jesus’ life. 

3. What is the goal of your discussion? We will give you one for each lesson, but you need to revise it in light of the particular women in your small group. Use what you determined as the focus of each day. Which of the five is most needed by your group?

4. Read through the suggested lesson guide. 

5. Think through which questions are most important to cover for your specific women and in light of the goal that you have for your group. Somehow mark the ones that are essential to discuss so that if you begin to run out of time, you can skip to them. We have marked the ones you must cover for our particular goals with a *. You never need to cover all the questions, and you really do not have the time anyway. It is better to cover at least one question from each day than to cover every question from the first couple of days. By getting to Day Five you are encouraging the women to complete the whole lesson.

6. Think about the amount of time you have in your group. You may want to mark a halfway and then two quarter points in the discussion. You might want to count the number of questions that you have marked as important and divide them into quarters. Be aware, though, that some will take more time than others. Sharing questions take more time than observation questions.

7. As you plan, be sure that your group reads some of the verses and the passages. Remember that there will always be someone who comes unprepared and has not read those verses. Even those who did all the homework may need to review the context. We want to emphasize what He has to say, not just our own experiences. Try to balance Sharing Questions with those that cover observation of the text, which are easy to answer. Only cover the Responding to God questions if someone brings them up.
8.  Do not even mention the Diamonds in the Word questions. Don’t read them or refer to them. If someone wants to discuss one of them, do so after class.
9. Do not read to the group any question that you want to skip. Just go on to the one you want to cover. This gives you more time on the questions that you need to discuss.
Introductory Week
This will be your week to hand out the homework and to meet your women. Take this opportunity to have each woman share something about herself that will help the group get to know one another. Have an ice-breaker question planned in advance. If your group has been together before, plan a deeper time of sharing or just catching up.

Go through the instructions for using the study in the study itself entitled How to Use this Study Guide. Read through it yourself before you cover it with your group. Highlight the things that you want to mention. Please do not just read the page to your group. They may never return, thinking that you will be reading to them each week( It is a good idea to have them turn to the first lesson as you discuss the various types of questions. That way as you talk about them, you can show them examples. 

Encourage; encourage; encourage. Tell them to come even if they have a bad week and have not completed any of that week's lesson. They can learn from the discussion. Let them know that your group is there to support one another, but do encourage them to complete the lessons. Point out that it will be easier to finish it all if they do it day by day rather than to sit down and try to do it the night before the group meets. Each day has 4-6 questions. Emphasize that 4-6 questions is not overwhelming, but 20-30 questions in one day may be too much. The course is divided into 5 days of work to help them get in the habit of reading God’s Word each day and letting Him speak to them. Encourage them to use this as a part of their quiet times. Be sure and explain the optional questions for those who want to dig in more—Diamonds in the Word. 

Give them your phone number so they can call you with questions, prayer requests, etc. 

Remember that your primary responsibility is to love rather than knowledge. “If I have prophecy, and know all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so that I can remove mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing” (1 Corinthians 13:2 NET).
Week One Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding:  1. Each woman will understand that Jesus was the promised Messiah. 2. Each woman will understand how to face temptation.
Application:  Each woman will look to the example of Christ and stand firm against the enemy when she faces temptation.

Thought to Cherish:  Mention the memory verse and recite it together.
Day One
Turn to Luke 1:1-25 and have one volunteer summarize it for the group.
*1—Cover this question because it sets the stage for understanding the context of Luke.


*2—Cover this question quickly.
3—Skip
Have one person summarize Luke 1:26-45.
4—Skip.

5 —Get one or more of the women to respond, but don’t spend too much time here.

Read Luke 1:46-56 yourself or ask for a volunteer.
*6— Allow several women to share their answers.
7—Skip.
Day Two
Summarize Luke 1:57-66 and have one of the women read 1:67-80.

*8—Discuss this question.

Allow a volunteer to summarize 2:1-52

9—Skip.
10—Skip.
11—Skip.
12—Have several women share one or two of the truths that God revealed to Simeon and Anna.

13—Skip.
*14—Allow several women to respond.
15—Skip 
Day Three
Have a volunteer summarize Luke 3:1-20.

*16— One woman’s answer should be sufficient.

17—Allow two or three women to share their answers.

18—Skip.
*19—Have one or two women share their answers.

20—Allow several to share their responses.
21—Skip 
Day Four

Have one volunteer read Luke 4:1-13

22—All you need is one woman to answer this question.
*23—Have several women share their answers.

24—Allow several to share their responses, only if you have lots of time.
Read some of the information under #24, if you have time.
*25—Have one or two women share their answers.

*26—Have one woman share her answer.
27—Skip 
Day Five

There is no need to reread the passage.

*28—Have several women discuss their answers, especially about what they learned from Jesus’ responses.

*29—Have one woman read Eph. 6:10-19 and then a couple of women can share their answers, one on each part.

*30 & 31—Cover these two questions at the same time. Ask several women to share some of the general truths that they learned about overcoming temptation from these passages.
32—Have one or two volunteers share their answers, if you have time.
33—Skip 

Do not cover the story unless someone comments on it. The stories are for the women to read on their own and see true life application from the lesson.

End the discussion by referring to the most important things learned and applied. This reinforces the goals of the lesson. This week talk about how exciting it must have been for those who recognized Jesus as the Messiah at the time of His birth. Then, talk about applying the truths about facing temptation as you all go through the next week. 
Week Two Lesson

Lesson Goals: 
Understanding:  1. Each woman will understand the significance of Jesus as Messiah and the people’s responses to Him.  2. Each woman will understand Jesus’ example of priorities and His call on the disciples to reprioritize their lives for the sake of the kingdom of God.

Application: Each woman would make her commitment to follow Christ her first priority.
Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together

Begin by reading the second paragraph in the introductory part. (See the lecture handout for this lesson for the outline of the book.) This is the section of Jesus’ Galilean ministry.
Day One
Have the women open to Luke 4:14-30 but don’t read it aloud. It is good for them to have it open as they discuss the passage.
*1 & 2—Cover these questions together. What points was Jesus making in His sermon? Allow more than one to answer.
3—skip because the answer will be covered in #4.
*4—Let at least one woman answer.
*5—Allow several to respond.
6—Ask if anyone is willing to share on the “Responding to God” question.

Day Two
Point out that this day covers Luke 4:31-41, but don’t read it aloud.

*7—Allow one or two share

8—Skip
9—Skip
Ask a volunteer to read Luke 4:42-44.
10—skip because the next question will cover it.
*11—Discuss the significance of what we learn about serving God from Paul’s letter to the Galatians and Jesus’ example in Luke.

12—Ask for several volunteers to share their responses.
13—Skip
Day Three
Have a volunteer read Luke 5:1-11

14—Skip.
15—Skip.
*16—Have one person read the scripture and her answer for each letter.  This will cover the answers to #15 as well.
*17—Have one person read the scripture and her answer for each letter.

*18—Let one or two volunteers share their answers.
19—Skip 
Day Four
Have a volunteer summarize Luke 5:12-26

20—Skip.
21—Have several women discuss their answers, if there is time.

22—Skip.
*23—Discuss how these passages relate to our busyness and what they teach us about the priorities that God calls us to have.

24—Allow several to discuss if you have time to do so.
25—Skip 
Day Five
At this point in the lesson, it may be best for you to summarize Luke 5:27-39 for the group. Then, read the paragraph under the box, just before #26.
*26—Cover this question, allowing plenty of time for several women to share.

27—Skip.

28—Skip.

29—Skip.

*30—Allow several women to share their answers.
31—Skip 
Week Three Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding:  Each woman will understand what it means to be poor spiritually.
Application:  1. Each woman will follow Christ as His disciple.  2. Each woman will develop more humility.
Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together.

Read the Introduction before you begin the questions.
Day One
Open to Luke 6:12-16 but don’t read it aloud.

1—Skip.

2—Have one person share her answer.

*3—Have a volunteer read the one verse. Then, allow several women to discuss what they learned.

*4—Have a volunteer read John 15:8,16-17, and have others share their answers. This is part of the basis for spiritual poverty, knowing that Jesus had to reach you because you could not get to Him.
5—Allow at least one woman to share on this one, if you have time.
6—skip 
Day Two
Open to Luke 6:17-49.

*7—Very important to discuss this because it is a primary goal.
8—skip
9—Skip
10—Discuss answers to this question. It is often misunderstood.
*11—Allow several women to respond.
12—Skip 
Day Three
Have a volunteer read Luke 7:1-17

13—You will cover this answer in the next question so just skip it.
*14—Have one or two women share their answers, noting the importance of humility.

15—Skip
16—Have two women discuss what they learned about Jesus’ character.

*17—Have two women share their answers.
18—Skip 
Day Four
Just open your Bibles to the passage.
19—Get one woman to give her answer if  you are doing well with your time.
20—Skip.

21—Skip.

22—Cover quickly, maybe with only one woman sharing. 
*23—Allow several women to share their answers to this question.
24—Skip 
Day Five
Open to Luke 7:36-50 but don’t read aloud. The next question will summarize it.
25—Have one woman share her answer.

*26—Have one or two women share their answers, emphasizing that this is the type of love we are to have for Christ as His disciples.

*27—Let one or two volunteers share their answers.
Get a volunteer to read Luke 8:1-3 if you have time.
28—Skip

*29—Have one or two women share.
30—Skip 
Week Four Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: Jesus calls us to die to self and follow Him.
Application:  Each woman will depend upon Jesus as the daily source of the power to die to self.
Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together, especially when it emphasizes the goal, as this week’s does.
Day One: 
Skip the passage.
1-Skip
2-Cover this question, allowing more than one to respond.
3-Skip 

4-Skip 

* 5-Cover this one and again, allow several to respond. Some of the women may not have good relationships with their families and can learn that they now have a family who loves them more than any earthly family ever can.
6-Skip 

Day Two: 
Do not read the passage. 
7-Ask for one woman to share about the first miracle, one on the 2nd, etc.
* 8-Rather than go through all the people, just ask what general differences they saw.
* 9-Get several to comment.
* 10-Ask if anyone initially responded negatively to the story of Jesus. Talk about the fact that the journey to faith can take time. Share a part of your journey with the group, emphasizing that it is a process. Tell them that you would be thrilled to talk privately with any of them who are still on the journey to trusting Christ as their Savior. 
11-Skip 

Day Three:
* Get a volunteer to read 9:1-6 only.

12-Cover quickly.

* 13-You will need to cover all of these reading the verses and getting a different volunteer on each answer.

14-Skip

15-Skip

16-Get several to respond to this one.

Read the paragraph just before the box as well as the quote in it.

* 17-Get a volunteer to read Galatians and then get response on this question.

*18-Get several answers on this one.

19-Skip 

Day Four:


* Read Luke 9:28-36.

20-One woman should be able to answer this.


21-Skip


22-Skip


23-Skip


* 24-Get several responses on this one.

25-Skip 

Day Five:


* Read the verses and well as the sentence at the top of Day Five.


26-Allow more than one to answer.


Don’t read the verses. 


27-Skip


* 28-29 Choose the one of these two questions that you think fits your group best and then have several respond to it. 


*30-Get several answers on this one as well.

31-Skip 

End your discussion time by reminding the group that it requires the power of God to die to self, but we must make the choice to die and depend upon Him day by day.
Week Five Lesson
Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: Jesus calls His followers to persevere.

Application: That the women would persevere in the hard work of discipleship, including finishing this study(
Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together.
Mention the change in the section of the book of Luke. (Refer to handout for the Introduction to review the outline of the book.) You can read the paragraph or go over that information yourself.
Day One: 

* Be sure that a volunteer reads Luke 9:51 and that you mention the different translations of the Greek.

* 1—Cover because Jesus is the example of perseverance.

2 & 3—Skip these but mention that Jesus persevered despite the rejection of the people.

* Have a volunteer read Luke 9:5 7-62. 

* 4—Discuss. Try to get more than one answer.

5—Probably one woman’s answer will cover this well enough because you want to focus on the sharing question.

* 6—Get several to be transparent and share. You might have to begin the sharing yourself.

7—Skip 

Day Two: 

Don’t read the passage.

8—Skip this question.

* 9 & 10—Ask for volunteers to read the verses and then give their answers to each one. 
They can incorporate their sharing at the same time they answer for each verse. In other words, ask for a volunteer to read Mt. 28: 18-20 and answer the question in #8. Then, go ahead and ask the group how they are doing with that instruction. Are they persevering? Then, do the same with the other 3.

11 & 12—Skip because they don’t apply as much to the goals.

13—Skip 
Day Three: 


* Ask for a volunteer to tell everyone which parable this is.


14 & 15—Skip


* 16—Ask for several to read their statement of Jesus’ teaching if you have time; if not, just one answer will do.


* 17—Treat each verse as a separate question. That is, ask one woman to only answer the question about one passage. That allows 3 women to respond rather than one.


* 18—Encourage several women to respond.
19—Skip 

Day Four: 


20—If you have time, cover this question, but if you are running late, skip to either #22 or #23.


21—Skip. Good thinking question but you don’t need to discuss.


*22 & 23—Pick only one of these to share, depending upon your group unless you have lots of time. If so, you can discuss both. 

24—Skip 

Day Five: 


You might read the paragraph before #25, only through the first two sentences. You don’t need to read the verses.


25—Only discuss this if you have time.


Read the paragraph as a background to the next question.


26—Discuss this if you have time. 


*27—This one should be discussed because it focuses on the main goal of the lesson, about perseverance.


28—A good principle to discuss if you have time. Even though we are persistent, we don’t always get a “yes”.


*29—Be sure and discuss this. It forms the basis of possible requests for your prayer time together. Suggest that they write this down for the group to pray with them about it.  

30—Skip 

End by emphasizing the goal: we are to be persistent even when it is hard to follow Jesus—that includes prayer, worship, service, and just plain obedience.

Week Six Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: The stuff we own is not what is important but rather it is the relationship with God that matters. 
Application: We are willing to give up what we have here in order to put our treasure in our eternal homes. That may involve money, possessions, power, position, etc. 
Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together. Again this week it involves the goal.
Day One: 

* Ask for a volunteer to read Luke 11:14-23.


1—Skip.


* 2—This may have been hard or confusing so discuss it, but beware of spending too much time on it.


3—Skip.


* 4—Allow several women to share if they will.


5—Skip.

6—Skip 

Day Two:


* Ask for a volunteer to read Luke 11:33-36.


* 7—Ask for several women to give input on this.


8—Ask for one attitude or action from one woman and then get another from someone else until you have all of them.


9—skip


* Read the verses.


10—Cover with several answers.


* 11—Allow several to answer.
12—Skip 

Day Three:


There are too many verses to read but have the group open their Bibles to the passage while you discuss it. 


* 13—Cover this question. It is essential for our goal this week.


* 14—Encourage good sharing on this question, perhaps even sharing yourself. 


* 15—This relates to the goal as well so try to cover it.


16 &17—If you have time, allow several women to answer on either of these. You might read them both and ask them to share on one or the other, whichever one impacted them personally.
18—Skip 
Day Four:


Do not read Luke 13:1-9.


19—Get a response to this one because it relates to the questions from Day 3.


20—cover only if you have plenty of time.


* Get a volunteer to read Luke 13:10-17.


21—Skip


22—Only discuss if you have time.


* 23—This answer helps put your group in the story.


24—skip
25—skip 
Day Five:


* Read aloud the question of Luke 13:23.


* 26—Cover this question.


27—skip


*28—Allow several to answer. 


29—Skip


30—Cover if you still have time.
31—skip  

End your time by reviewing the memory verse and talking about your goals—our focus on the eternal rather than the here and now, our willingness to give up what is important in this life for what is important in eternity.
Week Seven Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: To recognize that God expects faithfulness and rewards it. 

Application: To evaluate areas of our lives for faithfulness—do we follow through with promises, do we use what God has given us as He would have us use it?

Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together.
You might read the comments in the introductory paragraph. If you like, ask them if they have found the same thing to be true in their areas of experience—work, ministry, volunteer jobs, etc.

Day One: 

This day’s work focuses on the main goals of the week so we will cover it more than some of the other days’ answers. 


Don’t read the verses at this point.


* 1—Ask for someone to tell what happened.


* Now ask for a volunteer to read the parable in vv. 8-11.


* 2—Get several to give input on this one.


3—skip 


* 4—See if at least two women will share on this one.


* 5—Ask for a volunteer to tell the parable in her own words while the group follows along in their Bibles, and then get some to answer the question. 
6—Skip 
Day Two:


Don’t read the passage.


*7—Get at least one answer and bring in the quote of Dr. Bock.


* Either #8 or #11 should be covered for sure. Pick one to star in your book.


8—Try to get several to respond on this one.


9 & 10—Skip 


11—See if several women will answer.
12—Skip 
Day Three: 


* Read the paragraph that begins this day’s work. Ask for a volunteer to tell the group what the 3 stories were generally about. 


13—One woman can answer this one quickly. There is no need for several to respond.


*14—Cover this answer.


15 & 16—Skip


*17—This is an important question and will help make sure that the gospel principle from the parable is covered.  Try to get more than one woman to answer. Then, emphasize the message of the gospel, that it is not earned but is a gift of love from the Father, who waits for us to come home to Him as we believe in Jesus. 
18—Skip 

Day Four: 


If your time is short, do not read the passage, and do not cover the parable specifically, but only cover the applications. That means that you will skip #19-#20.


21—Just one woman will need to answer this one.


*22—Cover all four parts of this, but get one answer per woman so that 4 different women give answers. Just ask for one to read the verse and then answer. If you are short on time, don’t read the verse.


23—Skip
24—Skip 
Day Five:


*25—By covering this question, you will not have to read the verses. 


26—Allow several to share if you have time.


27-29—You can skip all of these unless you finish early and still have time.  

30—Skip 

At the end of class, return to the issue of faithfulness. Remind them that Jesus calls us to be faithful to the small and the large tasks. We are to be faithful as He is faithful to us. 

Week Eight Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: That Jesus’ mission and purpose was to come into the earth to save us. He is actively seeking us to believe in Him and then to follow Him daily in a love relationship. He is the active agent in our salvation. We simply respond to Him.

Applcation: To realize that we are not worthy of either salvation or our gifts; they are all of grace. However, we are responsible before God to use all that He has given us in humility. 

Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together.
You may want to read the introduction, which focuses the group on the goals. 

Day One: 

* You will need to read this passage before discussing the questions.


* 1—Get some input on this one.


2—Optional.


* 3—Allow several to share on this one.


4—Skip and don’t read the verses either.


5—You can get someone to explain what happened and not read the passage. Then, get one woman to answer this question. Ask them how they did on listing blessings of God in the following Responding to God question. 
6—Skip 
Day Two: 


* Read the verses, the comment out of the NET Bible as well as the paragraph below.


*7—Allow several to share. 


* There is so much in the passage 17:22-37 that it will go better if you ask for a volunteer to read the entire passage before you talk about it. That will bring it back to those who read this several days before and help those who never read it at all( 


Read the box quote from the NET Bible.


8—skip


9—Get one response or more if necessary.


Ask for a volunteer to read the 2 Peter passage.


*10—Cover this one.


11—Cover if time permits.
12—skip 
Day Three:


Read the passage vv. 1-8.

13—skip


*14—allow several to share.


* Again, read the parable (18:9-14) so everyone remembers it.


*15—Allow more than one to comment.


16—This is a difficult question to be honest about. In fact, we often fool ourselves. Try to get some sharing on it. You may have to go first.


*17—no need to read the passage but do share on this question.


*18—This passage sometimes causes questions. Some would read it and say that Jesus suggests that we have to clean up our lives to be saved. He is likely dealing with the issue of pride and sin. Until we recognize our sin, we don’t realize that we need a Savior. Hopefully, their answers will uncover this and give this emphasis. I would ask for a volunteer to read the passage and then one woman to read the cross-reference in Luke 12 before getting their answers to the question itself.
19—skip 

Day Four: 


20—Skip the verses and this question.


*Read 18:35-43 and then discuss #21.


22—Don’t read the entire passage. The question will uncover most of what happens.


23—try to get several to respond to this.


*24—An important passage. Be sure you ask a volunteer to read it and then discuss the answer.
25—skip 
Day Five: 


If you have time, read the entire parable.


26—cover if you have time.


27—Skip


*28—Must cover this one. 
29—skip 
End your time by reminding the women that it is because Jesus is constantly seeking them in love that they are even present in the class. Somehow and some way He has wooed them as a man seeks the woman he loves. 

Week Nine Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: Jesus is the King of all and someday He will come back as the Ruler.

Application: To yield to Jesus as King; to show forth the allegiance that loyal subjects show their king. 

Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together.
Day One: 

* Ask for a volunteer to read the passage.


* 1—Read the paragraph as background and then get answers to this question.


2—cover quickly.


You might want to read the sentence and the quote at the bottom of p. 70.


* 3—Get several women to share if they will. The last question may be the first you want to discuss—how to measure your allegiance to Jesus. How do we know if we have it?


4—Only one woman need respond to this.


* 5—You may want to read parts of the paragraph that precedes this. What parts of it might help the group respond to the question. Then, get some answers. They might share the last part of the question best.
6—Skip 
Day Two:


* Get a volunteer to read the 3 verses.


7—skip


8—Ask more than one woman to respond.


9—You might get some good answers. The women may not all agree on the answers here. 


10—Skip


*11—Allow several women to respond.
12—Skip 
Day Three:


13 & 14—Skip and don’t read the verses before them.


*15—You probably don’t need to read the passage because their explanation should cover it all. 


16 & 17—Skip both the questions and the passage.
18—Skip 
Day Four:


Skip the verses and #19.


Read the passage in Luke 20:41-44, as well as the paragraph. Then, read Psalm 110 if you have time.


*20—Cover 

21—Get their answers. If it is hard to follow the answers, you may need to read the passages in Acts and Luke. 


22—cover this one but don’t read the passage unless there are questions.


*23—Try to get more than one to share on this. You may need to be the first to share. 
24—Skip 
Day Five:


You could end up with lots of questions and spending lots of time on this. Don’t! 


* Read the paragraph and Dr. Bock’s quote. Remind them that they may have more questions than answers now.


Don’t take time to read the passage but they may need it open.


25—Just skip it if you don’t have time. Or get them to raise hands for each event as to whether they think it’s 70 A.D. or not yet.


26—skip


Don’t read the verses because their answers should cover it.


*27—Cover


*28—Cover.
29—Skip 
End your time by talking about living each day in recognition that our King is now absent but we are to live with His kingdom in mind.
Week Ten Lesson

Lesson Goals: 

Understanding: Jesus died for our sins and rose again. He is the way to eternal life.

Application: That every woman would believe and trust in Jesus to forgive her sins and bring her to God.

Thought to Cherish:  As always, mention the memory verse and recite it together.
Day One: 

Skip the verses and question #1.


* Ask for a volunteer to read only part of the verses. Read Luke 22:14-20.


* Read the paragraph before the Diamonds in the Word. Ask if they did this and what they felt and experienced as they did so.


* Get someone to read the paragraph just preceding #2.


* 2—Cover this question. Rather than read it all, ask them to open their Bibles just to remember what the verses were about as they discuss them.


* 3—Get several to respond.

17—Ask for a volunteer to read the passage in 1 Peter and suggest the group turn there while you discuss this question.


18—Cover but don’t take too much time since your real purpose this week is faith. If you are running short on your time, you can skip this one.

21—Cover quickly


* Read the sentence after #21 and emphasize that sometimes we don’t trust Jesus for our salvation because we somehow think that we need to be worthy of it. The truth is that none of us is worthy.


*22—Very important to cover this one. Do not skip it!


23—If you have time, cover this one. 


*24—Usually, we don’t go over the Responding to God questions. However, this week your goal is to be sure the women do trust Christ for their salvation. Don’t necessarily ask them to share their pictures but talk about how they can believe and come to the cross if they have never done so before.

Day Five

* Ask for a volunteer to read this passage. Part of what we must believe is the resurrection so mention its historical truth as witnessed by many.


Read the sentence before #25.


*25—Cover.


Don’t read the passage.


26—Cover only if you have time.


*27—this one helps the women realize how forgiving God is so cover it.


Don’t read the passage.


28—Skip 


* Read the paragraph after #28. Tell them this question is for each of us. If one of us were to die tonight and were asked by God why we should be allowed into heaven, we have to be able to say that we trusted Jesus.


29—Hopefully, you will have time for several to share.


*30—You need to get to this one as a wrap-up. Encourage the women to stand up and share these things at the end of session meal next week. We must be willing to publicly give God the glory for what He has done for us.
